Vacancy for a Parish Councillor

The Parish Council currently has one vacancy for a Parish Councillor.  Any person wishing to serve as a Councillor should write to the Clerk giving some details and information about themselves, background and why they wish to become a Parish Councillor. 

To qualify, a person must be a British subject, over 18 years old and an elector, must reside within Ludham village or within 3 miles of it, or occupy as owner or tenant any land or premises therein, or have their principal or only place of work there, and must not be disqualified from holding office as a Councillor.
Bottle Banks

Please try to use the bottle banks around the village instead of using your green bins for glass – this will bring extra money into the village.

Parish Council meetings are usually held on the first Tuesday of each month at 7.30pm in the Church Room. The agenda is published on the noticeboards at Bakers Arms Green and Johnson Street before the meeting, and on the Parish Council website.
