Clean for The Queen is a campaign launched by Country Life magazine in partnership with Keep Britain Tidy to clear up Britain in time for The Queen’s 90th birthday in 2016.

 

It will rally an army of volunteers across the country to clean up their local areas and will include a special clean-up weekend on March 4–6. Adrian Evans, who has been appointed as Campaign Director, ran The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee River Pageant in 2012. With the full backing of Keep Britain Tidy, the campaign already has the support of well-known national organisations with a total membership in excess of 1.5 million, as well as individual ambassadors.

How long does it take to biodegrade?
·         Paper bag up to one month

·         Orange peel up to two years

·         Banana skin up to two years

·         Plastic bag up to 10–20 years

·         Cigarette butts up to 12 years

·         Plastic bottle up to 450 years

·         Glass bottles and chewing gum are not biodegradable

Boat Waste bins on Staithes to be removed
The Parish Council has received a letter from North Norfolk District Council explaining that the boat waste bins on Ludham Bridge Staithe and Womack Staithe are to be removed:

Scott Martin, the Environmental Services Manager at NNDC has written to the Parish Council as follows: ‘NNDC currently provides 16 bin compound areas across the North Norfolk Broads.  However, due to changes in the legislation affecting the classification of this waste and an associated increase in the cost of disposing of the waste collected from the facilities, combined with the scale of misuse which goes on at the facilities in terms of the deposit of unauthorised waste and the poor physical condition of many of the structures, we have taken the decision to remove 13 of the 16 facilities.  We plan to implement this change by the end of March 2016, removing the bins and associated structures.  The introduction of the Controlled Waste Regulations 2012 altered the responsibilities and charging regime for waste collected by local authorities.  Accordingly since 2012 Norfolk County Council, as the waste disposal authority for Norfolk, have imposed charges on NNDC for the cost of disposal of the waste collected from the boat waste compounds.  This has come at an additional cost to NNDC of around £10,000 per annum.’  
NNDC had asked if the Parish Council would wish to take over any of the waste facilities, at an unidentified cost  

The Parish Council has already set its budget for the financial year 2016/2017 and does not have the funds to consider taking on these waste facilities for the upcoming year (even if it wished to do so).

The Parish Council has been liaising with Norman Lamb MP, together with our District Councillor Paul Rice and is still working on attempting to prevent the removal of the bins.  The Parish Council will also be working with the media to try to raise awareness of the situation locally.
