Minutes of a meeting of Ludham Parish Council held on Tuesday 3rd May 2016

1. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman: Cllr Flett was proposed, seconded and unanimously AGREED as Chairman.  Cllr Willoughby was proposed, seconded and unanimously AGREED as Vice-Chairman
2. Welcome to the public: the Chairman welcomed 8 members of the public
3. Apologies for absence:  Cllrs Lupson, Tubby, Youngs and Lumbard
4. Declarations of interest: none
5. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 5th April 2016 were approved  
6. Matters Arising: 
a. Boat waste update – costings for bins.  The Clerk reminded the Parish Council that as a result of the introduction of the Controlled Waste (England and Wales) Regulations 2012, the responsibilities and charging regime for waste collected by local authorities had changed.  Accordingly, since 2012, NCC, as the waste disposal authority for Norfolk, have imposed charges on NNDC for the cost of disposal of the waste collected from the boat waste compounds.  This has come at an additional cost to NNDC of around £10,000 per annum.  NNDC see that the service is outside of the statutory duties of the Council.  In order to avoid fly tipping as a result of boaters being unaware of the location of facilities, information has been produced for inclusion in the skippers’ manual which is placed on each hire boat, published on the BA and local authority websites and included in relevant BA publications to ensure that the boating public are aware of the locations for waste facility provision.  
The Clerk explained that Scott Martin, the officer at NNDC who the Council were liaising with, had explained that there is an expectation that those taking on services fund 100% of the costs.  However this does not necessarily mean the costs that NNDC are currently facing as the service can be altered in a number of ways – ie fewer bins, bins removed in winter, potential for recycling serves, sponsorship etc.  Scott Martin had noted that he had not really expected that the Parish Council would provide services at both sites in Ludham.  The Clerk had worked through some costings as follows:  £0.85 hire of bin per week, £15.94 empty of bin per collection (regardless of how many bins are used).  The Clerk had calculated that these figures totalled around £1000 per bin per location.  The Clerk was in the process of seeking alternative quotations.

The Parish Council AGREED that the Clerk should speak with Clerks of Parish Councils within the Yarmouth Borough area to see if they were experiencing problems with fly tipping.  District Councillor Rice would be working on finding out if the Yarmouth Borough is in fact saving money as a result of the removal of their bins.  The Chairman noted that the BA would be holding a debate on July 15th to look at dealing with this problem.  The Chairman and Clerk would put together letters to NCC, NNDC and the EDP

b. Village Event – 4th June.  Ken Grapes had written to the Council explaining that the PCC were intending to hold a village picnic with music at How Hill on Saturday 4th June, from 5pm to 9pm.  He had noted that all the How Hill gardens will be open and music will be played from a raised platform of some kind through the evening and that there would be a licensed bar.  The Chairman reminded the Council that it had agreed to donate some money towards the event, in principle.  The Parish Council AGREED  to donate £250 to the PCC for the running of the event
7. Correspondence:

a. PCSO report. The PCSO had written to the Clerk apologising for being unable to attend the meeting due to her shift pattern.  She had noted that there had been 10 calls from the area since the last meeting:  3 calls for information purposes, 1 report of a missing person (found shortly after) 1 report of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 4 calls for concern for safety and 1 road related call.  There had been no reported crimes in the last month.  Noted
b. County Cllr Bradnock / NCC Highways Inspector.  Update on flooding in Clint Street.  Justin Le-May had written to Cty Cllr Bradnock saying that he had inspected the area with his technician and was able to report as follows:  ‘Clint Street is essentially a rural road largely reliant on surface water dissipating either direct, or via grips, to the roadside verge. This arrangement is quite typical for the majority of such roads across the county. Also, a highway gully is positioned on the bend, adjacent to the pond. This appears to be heavily silted, and we will ensure that this is cleaned out, and traced to the outfall. ‘
 
‘I am pleased to advise that as part of our ongoing programme of cyclic drainage grip/back ditch cleansing in the Ludham, and wider area, I will ensure that the section is taken into consideration following the recent flooding. The grips/back ditches especially require cleaning out/regrading, and we are also planning to install some additional new grips.  The Parish Council noted this information and thanked County Cllr Bradnock for following it up on its behalf’
8. Agenda items: 
a. To consider actions regarding the Yarmouth Road footpath.  Cllr Monk had put together a quotation for hot tar and chippings for the whole of the Yarmouth Road footpath at £1800.  He had also received an alternative quotation of £2700 from another company.  The Parish Council AGREED that Cllr Monk should undertake the work as per his quotation
b. To consider for approval the annual financial return and governance statement.  The Clerk had emailed the figures for the financial return to Parish Councillors, who all agreed that they were happy with the figures.  The Chairman read the Governance statement to Councillors who AGREED unanimously the governance statement.  The Clerk would progress the accounts as necessary
9. Reports:  
a. Cllr Usher.  SNAP.  Cllr Usher had attended a SNAP meeting and summarised the current issues with speeding at Johnson Street.  He also noted that the police’s current priorities were anti-social behaviour in Hoveton and speeding in Tunstead and Hickling
10. Adjourn meeting
The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 8.40pm for the public session.  
Cty Cllr Bradnock gave a update on the situation with Devolution.  Parish Councillors voiced their concerns that devolution would be imposed on everyone. Cllr Bradnock confirmed that a consultation was due to take place in July and August
