1. Welcome to the public: the Chairman welcomed 6 members of the public
2. Apologies for absence:  Cllrs Farnsworth and Lupson
3. Declarations of interest: none
4. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 3rd May 2016 were approved  
5. Correspondence:

a. PCSO report. The PCSO had written to the Clerk apologising for being unable to attend the meeting due to her shift pattern.  She had noted that there had been 13 calls from the area since the last meeting:  4 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 2 calls for information purposes, 1 report of suspicious circumstances, 1 report of criminal damage, 2 reports of a road traffic collision, 1 call for a concern for safety, 1 abandoned call and 1 road related call.  There had been 2 reported crimes in the last month: criminal damage at a property on Catfield Road, and criminal damage on the High Street.  The offender for this has been given a Police Caution.  Noted
b. BA/2015/0012/BOCP3.  Hall Common Farm.  Breach of conditions.  The Chairman explained that metal had been used for a rollershutter door instead of timber, and that the finish and joinery details had not been agreed.  Noted
c. Parishioner.  Concerns over access to Coldharbour / St Benet’s (within the Parish of Horning).  Councillors discussed this point, whilst aware that the location is in the Parish of Horning but conscious that it would impact on Ludham’s parishioners
d. Cty Cllr Bradnock.  East Anglian Devolution public consultation.  The Clerk noted that she had received (some three weeks previous) a devolution update from the County Councillor but that the situation was fast moving and that already Cambridgeshire had decided that they no longer wished to be part of the East Anglian Devolution Agreement.  She had circulated a request to attend a ‘devolution seminar’ and the Chairman urged Councillors to attend this session to learn more about the subject of East Anglian Devolution
e. Request from the Ludham Wives to use Bakers’ Arms Green for a Wayside Stall on 16th July 2016.  AGREED.  The Clerk would speak with Mrs Mobbs to confirm this
6. Agenda items: 
a. To receive a report from the Village Car Scheme (Ken Grapes).  Mr Grapes explained that the Village Car Scheme had completed between 300 and 380 missions per year since its start.  He noted that their fundraising had been subsidised by Victory Housing Trust as well as the two churches in Ludham and the Parish Council as well as The Womack Trust.  Mr Grapes thanked the Parish Council for their ongoing donation.  The Chairman replied to Mr Grapes by thanking him and his colleagues for their continuing hard work on behalf of the Village Car scheme, which, all Councillors agreed, was an invaluable asset to the community which demonstrated wonderful community spirit
b. To consider setting up a Direct Debit to pay monthly URM invoices (glass recycling).  AGREED
7. Reports:  
a. Cllr Usher.  SNAP report.  No SNAP meeting had taken place
b. Cllr Willoughby.  Village Event at How Hill.  Cllr Willoughby reported that the village had enjoyed a lovely evening at How Hill and that various bands had played.  She noted that the donation from the Parish Council had, together with other donations, covered the cost of the bands
8. Adjourn meeting
The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 8.40pm for the public session.  
District Councillor Paul Rice supported the Clerk’s comments regarding Devolution (item 5d) and encouraged Councillors to research the subject of devolution as the subject is fast changing.  
Sue Whitehouse explained that the drain on the path between the High Street and Latchmoor Park had been filled in with Tarmac.  The Clerk would speak with Highways about this

The Chairman noted that the subject of the St Benet’s Path would come up again at an upcoming Local Access Forum which he would be attending

a. NNDC.  AL/16/0489.  Ludham Garage, High Street.  Display illuminated sign.  The Council objected to this application on the basis that it represented unnecessary lighting on an unlit high street.  The Council felt that it would illuminate a residential area unreasonably in a village which has otherwise no lighting
b. BA/2016/0202/FUL.  Swallow Tail Boatyard, Horsefen Road.  Extension to workshop to provide timber store.  SUPPORTED

a. BA/2015/0072/COND.  White House Farm, Clint Street.  Variation on conditions to reduce the number of roof lights, change the location of the feed hoppers, remove the walled enclosures, change the surface water disposal system and change the demarcation of the loading/unloading and turning waiting area.  Permitted.  Noted
