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Members’ Allowances Policy
Chairman’s allowance

The Chairman’s allowance is intended to defray the expense of chairmanship itself, in the same way as other sums are allocated in the budget. For 2015/2016 it has been set at £100 for the year and is called upon as and if required.

Members’ allowances and expenses

No allowances are paid to Councillors for participation in the Parish Council.

Travel and subsistence allowances may be paid for “approved duties” if a member wishes to claim.

Travel and cycling allowances may be paid for travel within or outside the parish at the rate currently in operation.

Subsistence allowance may only be paid for costs incurred outside the parish.

Councillors are reimbursed for any expenses incurred on behalf of the council on production of receipts and a signed claim form.
